Keep 3-5 ft. from nearest cart, mailbox, tree or other stationary object. Place carts so the lid opens

towards the street.

+ For greater collection efficiency, put your cart out when AT LEAST half-full.

« If you are not recycling at the curb but need a cart or bins to get started, contact our office. We offer one
Blue 95 gallon Roll Cart OR two Orange Bins per household in unincorporated Orange County.

« If you use a cart, set out ONLY the cart. Our drivers will not collect a cart AND bin from a single house.

« Recycle ONLY clean, dry materials. Keep food & liquids out.

« Recycle ONLY the items listed on the other side of this card. REMEMBER: No plastic bags or film,

clothes, garden hoses, hangers or other "tanglers." NO styrofoam or other trash.
« Last year over 14% of what was collected was not recyclable, but had to be landfilled.
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
