Schuller, a retired librarian and former museum archivist, resides in Chatham County. She completed 
an “Artist at Work” certificate in drawing at the ArtsCenter in Carrboro, in addition to the Botanical 
Illustration and Art Certificate Program at the North Carolina Botanical Garden in Chapel Hill. She is a 
member of several local artist organizations and has participated in juried exhibitions. Her works can 
also be found in private collections.  

The Orange County Public Library is committed to supporting the arts, sharing ideas and 
strengthening the Orange County community through the regular exhibition of local artwork. Each 
spring, the Main Library displays artwork from the Orange County Schools, as well as four to five 
additional juried exhibitions throughout the year.
